Assessing Nationwide Literacy and Numeracy ( NAPLAN) 
 
Year 3 and Year 5 students from around the nation will in Week 4, sit down to complete standardised tests 
in Numeracy, Writing, Reading, Spelling and Grammar during NAPLAN (National Assessment Program 
Literacy and Numeracy). Assessments will take place on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. It is vitally 
important that all students in these years attend on these days.

This is often a time of stress for students and parents, although there is no reason to have these feelings. 
Individual results have no negative effects on students, and merely provide a point in time assessment of 
your child’s knowledge which can then be used as a school planning tool.   
 
Millfield Public School is a huge believer in not teaching to the test. In the end we want them to demonstrate 
what they know at that point in time so we can use this assessment to drive teaching and learning in the 
classroom. Students will however be supported in getting accustomed to the test format and style of 
questioning to reduce anxiety over the next few weeks.  
 
Students in Years 4 and 6 will take part in simulated testing to help reduce any anxiety in future tests, as 
well as provide an in school assessment of progress when compared to last year’s results. 
 
If you have any concerns about this assessment, please speak to your class teacher or Mr Anderson.
